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Introduction. The article examines the state of the education system in Melitopol and Berdyansk counties
(now almost the entire territory of Zaporizhia region). Based on the documents of fund 109 (Orikhov County School)
of the State Archive of Zaporizhia region, the activities of educational institutions are analyzed, data on their
number, time of foundation, location, number of students and teachers are provided. The social and gender structure
of students is also analyzed based on data on the number of students of different social classes and genders, and
conclusions are drawn about the level of access to education among different social strata of the population,
representatives of different nationalities and religions, as well as among men and women. Based on the ratio of the
number of students to the population, an approximate, approximate calculation of the share of literate residents of
the region was made. In addition to state educational institutions, the region also had an extensive system of schools
and colleges in German (Mennonite) colonies, whose residents were carriers of advanced educational traditions of
that time. A comparison of the system of state educational institutions and the system of Mennonite educational
institutions made it possible to characterize the regional educational system and evaluate it in light of the imperial and
global trends of that time. All data on educational institutions of Melitopol and Berdyansk counties, the time of their
foundation, location, number of students and teachers, class and gender structure of students in archival sources were
compiled by the scribe into convenient tables that facilitate analysis, and therefore were included in the article by the
author in their original form. During the work, the author took into account the specifics of the sources — their imperial
origin — and carried out the necessary criticism of these materials, which allowed him to draw objective conclusions
without political bias regarding the real effectiveness of the imperial educational system in the city. Thus, this work is
an important addition to knowledge about the history of education in the Zaporizhia region and Southern Ukraine
during the period of the imperial authoritarian regime.
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Purpose. The purpose of the article is to study the state of education in Melitopol and Berdyansk counties
(modern Zaporizhia region) in the first half of the 19th century, analyze the structure of educational institutions, the
level of education of the region's residents at that time, and study the level of access to education of different nations
and genders.

Methods. Search, critique, and analysis of archival sources, compilation and analysis of statistical data,
comparison of the state education system with institutions in Mennonite colonies

Results. The article highlights the structure of the educational system of Berdyansk and Melitopol counties
in the first half of the 19th century, establishes data on educational institutions, dates of their opening, number of
students and teachers. The gender and national structure of students is analyzed.

Originality. Based on archival sources, the first is the overall analysis of the education system in Berdyansk
and Melitopol counties in the first half of the 19th century. The level of access to education of different nationalities,
social classes and genders is analyzed. A comparison is made of two education systems that were relevant for the
region: Russian, represented by state educational institutions, and European, represented by institutions of
Mennonite colonies.

Conclusion. The state education system of Berdyansk and Melitopol counties in the mid-19th century had
the same problems as most regions of the Russian Empire: limited access to education for the general population,
low literacy rates, and significant gender inequality. The level of education in Southern Ukraine remained one of the
lowest in the country, especially among women. At the same time, social inequality in access to education was less
pronounced than in the more urbanized regions of the empire. In contrast, the Mennonite colonies, where the
population adhered to European educational traditions, had a much more developed school education system. There
was a wide network of educational institutions, education was available to almost all children, regardless of gender,
and literacy rates were close to full. Thus, we can conclude that the education system of the Russian Empire of the
19th century was significantly inferior in terms of development to European models of that time.
