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Introduction.The article addresses the phenomenological approach in pedagogy as a significant
theoretical and methodological direction that emerged in European educational thought in the early twentieth
century. Against the background of increasing standardization, technologization, and instrumentalization of
education, phenomenological pedagogy offers an alternative vision focused on lived experience, ethical reflection,
and the subjective world of the child. Originating in Germany and later developing in the Netherlands and other
European countries, this approach sought to overcome the normative limitations of traditional pedagogy shaped by
ecclesiastical, confessional, and classical philosophical ideals. Instead of prescriptive models, phenomenological
pedagogy emphasizes the interpretation of concrete pedagogical situations and the understanding of education as
a human-centered and meaning-oriented practice.

Purpose. The purpose of the article is to analyze the phenomenological approach in pedagogy through the
examination of the ideas of two prominent representatives of this tradition, Martin Jan Langeveld (1905—1989) and
Max van Manen (1942—). The study aims to reveal the philosophical foundations, ethical orientations, and
pedagogical implications of their concepts, as well as to demonstrate the relevance of phenomenological pedagogy
for contemporary educational theory and practice.

Methods. The research is based on qualitative methods, including phenomenological analysis, hermeneutic
interpretation, and comparative analysis. The study examines key philosophical and pedagogical texts that shaped the
development of phenomenological pedagogy, particularly the works of Wilhelm Dilthey, Hermann Nohl, Friedrich
Schleiermacher, and Theodor Litt. Textual analysis is applied to explore Langeveld’s conception of pedagogy as an
ethical science and van Manen’s understanding of pedagogical tact as a form of reflective practice. Comparative
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analysis allows for identifying both common features and conceptual differences in their approaches.

Results. The analysis shows that both Langeveld and van Manen view pedagogy as a fundamentally ethical
and experiential discipline rather than a normative or technical system. Langeveld establishes the primacy of
ethical thinking in pedagogy, emphasizing the child as the central object of pedagogical science and highlighting
pedagogical responsibility grounded in lived experience. Van Manen, in turn, conceptualizes pedagogical tact as
an embodiment of reflection-in-action, defined as the immediate and intuitive ability to act appropriately in specific
pedagogical situations, guided by ethical senmsitivity and attentiveness to the student’s subjectivity. Despite
differences in emphasis, both thinkers share a commitment to phenomenology as a means of understanding
education as a relational and humanizing process.

Originality. The scientific originality of the article lies in its integrative analysis of phenomenological
pedagogy through the comparative examination of Langeveld’s and van Manen’s ideas. The study highlights
phenomenology as a coherent pedagogical paradigm that bridges theory and practice by grounding educational
reflection in lived experience and ethical responsibility. This approach contributes to contemporary pedagogical
discourse by reaffirming the importance of ethical sensitivity and humanistic values in education, particularly in
the context of digital transformation and changing educational environments.

Conclusion. The article concludes that phenomenological pedagogy remains highly relevant in modern
educational contexts characterized by online learning, technological mediation, and increasing depersonalization of
educational interactions. By focusing on the subjective world of the child, ethical reflection, and situational
understanding, phenomenological pedagogy offers valuable insights for enhancing pedagogical practice. The study
suggests that incorporating phenomenological principles into teacher education and professional development can
support the cultivation of pedagogical tact, reflective competence, and ethically grounded educational relationships.
